A regular meeting of the Roswell-Chaves County Extraterritorial Zoning Commission (ETZ Commission)
was held at the Chaves County Administrative Center in the Commission Chambers on March 17, 2020
beginning at 5:30PM.

Minutes
The minutes of the February 18, 2020 meeting were accepted unanimously as submitted.

NEW BUSINESS
1. Case ETZ 2020-5
Request for a Special Use Permit to allow a day care center at 228 LFD St., Roswell; being in YO
Subdivision Block 11 Lot 4 thru Lot 6 Tract E; applicant-Erica Alvarado

Maelissa Brink gave a brief description of this special use permit application. Staff supported the special
use permit with three (3) Conditions of Approval and the Findings of Fact.

Commissioner Kirk asked if the applicant had applied for a permit to run her daycare from her home for
up to six (6) children. Mrs. Brink responded that a daycare home for up to six (6) children was a
permitted use in a Residential district.

Erica Alvarado of 228 LFD St. introduced herself and stated that she would like to have her day care
center for up to 12 kids. Her business hours are 24/7, but currently she’s caring for kids from 5:30 a.m. to

7:30 p.m. Mrs. Alvarado stated the she is not caring for CYFD kids at this time.

Commissioner Roe commented that, if approved, Mrs. Alvarado could potentially serve parents
working in the hospitality industry. Mrs. Alvarado agreed.

Recio Hernandez of 6296 Silverado Rd. spoke in favor of the application.

Chair Maples noted that there was an unsigned letter of protest, although nobody was present to speak
against the application.




Commissioner Roe made a motion to approve Case ETZ 2020-5 including the Conditions of Approval and
Findings of Fact. Commissioner Kirk seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

2. Case ETZ 2020-6
Reguest for a Rezone from Rural Suburban to Industrial to allow machinery sales and service at
property described as S8 T12S R2SE NW4SE4 N660.25' S1320.49' W474.09' E1116.30' (AKATR A
PER §9-63); SE corner of Hwy 285 and E. Lupton Rd., Roswell; applicant- Posthumus NM Real
Estate LLC “Mixer Center”

Louis Jaramillo gave a brief description of this case. Staff supported the rezone request with six (6)
Conditions of Approval and the Findings of Fact.

Cherri Snyder at 920 E. 2™ St, Roswell, was available to answer any questions on behalf of the owners.
Nobody spoke in favor of the application.

Guillermo Aldaco at 3 E. Lupton Rd. He spoke against the application because of the runoff problem
from Darby Rd. He indicated that he worked for the company in the past and mentioned some concerns
regarding their stockpiles of feed and oil spillage.

Chair Maples asked staff if the NM Environment Department and/or the Office of State Engineer inspect
oil spills for these types of businesses.

Mr. Jaramillo responded that since this would be an Industrial zoned property, they will have to provide
a development plan showing control and regulation of water flow so that it would not increase but
maintain the same as before development. This development plan will need to be approved by these state
agencies.

To address some of Mr. Aldaco’s concerns, the Commission agreed to add the following additional
Conditions of Approval: 7. That no feed or waste piles be openly stored on the property longer than two
(2) weeks; and 8. That an administrative review be conducted by P&Z staff in three (3) years.

Commissioner Kirk made a motion to approve case ETZ 2020-6 including the Conditions of Approval
including the two (2) additional ones and the Findings of Fact. Commissioner Roe seconded the motion.
Motion carried unanimously.

OTHER BUSINESS

Louis Jaramillo stated that due to the COVID 19 regulations implemented by the CDC and the NM
Department of Health, the P&Z staff will not be accepting new applications in April for public hearings in
May. The next meeting will probably be in June, unless health regulations change.



Since there was no other business to come before the Commission, the meeting was adjourned at 6:10 PM.

A regular meeting of the Roswell-Chaves County Extraterritorial Zoning Commission (ETZ Commission)
was held at the Chaves County Administrative Center in the Commission Chambers on June 16, 2020
beginning at 5:33PM.

Minutes
No minutes were approved at this meeting. The minutes of the March 17, 2020 and June 16, 2020 will be
submitted for approval at the July ETZ meeting.

OLD BUSINESS
1. Case ETZ219-11
Request to Rezone from Rural Suburban to Commercial located at 2400 block of S. Atkinson Ave,
Roswell, Lots 2, 3 and 4 of Block 33 Fruitland Subdivision, applicant-George Rodriguez

Louis Jaramillo gave a brief description of this rezone application. The applicant had originally
requested Commercial District for the development of an RV Park. At this time, the applicant has
withdrawn the RV park development and is requesting a zone change to Commercial for future
commercial development. Mr. Jaramillo indicated that the City of Roswell is opposed to the rezoning
request. Staff supported the zone change of Lots 3 and 4 only, with Lot 2 remaining Rural-Suburban
District.

Commissioner Lackey asked if the applicant decided to start an RV park on the property, would the
application come back to the ETZ Commission for approval. Mr. Jaramillo indicated that if the property
was rezoned to Commercial it would be staff’s responsibility to accept the development plan for an RV
park.

Merideth Hildreth, City of Roswell Planning and Zoning, indicated that they would like to conduct a
Small Area Plan to include utilities before approving the rezone request. This would be a joint effort
between City and County staff.




The applicant, George Redriguez at 1104 Saunders Dr. indicated that he spoke with city personnel and
was told that he could be able to obtain city utilities, at his expense. His plans are still to develop an RV
park but that at this time, Mr. Redriguez wasn’t too sure what he wanted to do with the property.

Nobedy spoke in favor nor against the application.

Mr. Jaramillo reiterated that the rezone to Commercial would only apply to Lots 3 and 4. Lot 2 would
remain Rural Suburban.

Commissioner Kirk made a motion to approve Case ETZ 2019-11 including the Findings of Fact. She
strongly encouraged for City and County to work on a Small Area Plan. Commissioner Lackey seconded
the motion. Motion carried by a 6-0 vote.

NEW BUSINESS

1. Case SD 2020-02
Request for a Variance to the 5 acre minimum lot size on property described as portion of Lot | in
Block 3 of Willow Acres Redivision, containing 10.5 acres M/L (One McKay Place, Roswell),
applicant- Smith Engineering Company

Louis Jaramillo gave a brief description of this variance case. Staff supported the variance request
including six (6) Findings of Fact.

Commiissioner Doerhoefer wanted to make sure that no RV’s nor trailer homes would be placed on the
lots. Mr. Jaramillo responded that this was listed on the Disclosure statement as well as water issues.
Each lot would be required to drill their own separate irrigation well and septic system. Water for
domestic use would be provided by the City of Roswell.

Mike Douglass, Smith Engineering, was acting as the agent for the property owners. He reiterated that
the wells on éach lot would be for irrigation purposes only and that the City of Roswell would provide the
water for domestic use.

Nobody spoke in favor nor against the application.

Commissioner Roe made a motion to approve Case SD 2020-02 including the Findings of Fact.
Commissioner Kirk seconded the motion. Motion carried by a 6-0 vote.

2. ETZ 2020-07
Request for a Special Use Permit to allow animal boarding and kennel located at 3320 N. Montana Ave.,
Roswell, being in Berrendo Irrigated Farms Block 18 Lot 20 N3 Ac, Tract A/ E28’' N167.88' Tract B S18
TI0S R24E, applicant-Kelli Hyden and Carol Udd



Melissa Brink gave a brief description of this special use permit request. If the ETZ Commission finds
in favor of the Special Use Permit, staff suggests seven (7) Conditions of Approval and Findings of Fact
1-4 as listed on the Staff Report.

Kelli Hyden at 3320 N. Montana Ave. indicated that she would like to operate an obedience training and
boarding kennel.

Commissioner Doerhoefer asked Ms. Hyden about the maximum capacity for the kennels. Ms. Hyden
responded that she has five (5) kennels and that the maximum capacity would be 10 dogs. The dogs
would not live on the property but would only be boarded there while the owners are on vacation, for
example.

Commissioner Doerhoefer wanted to know if the kennels were kept inside or outside the property. Ms.
Hyden indicated that they are both inside and outside. There are also designated “exercise areas” for the
dogs. Ms. Hyden stated that she is aware that she needs to provide the county with the veterinarian in
charge and that the kennels would be moved inside at night.

Ms. Hyden indicated that she is looking into noise reduction practices, but recognized that she cannot
stop the dogs from barking.

Commissioner Kirk wanted to know if Ms. Hyden was familiar with this type of business and if she
going to have any staff members. Ms. Hyden responded that she was fairly familiar with this business
and that, for now, she would not have any staff members.

Commissioner Connolly asked Ms. Hyden if she had visited the Roswell Animal Shelter. Ms. Hyden
responded that she had not. He mentioned some past issues related to rescue dogs in the City of Roswell.
Ms. Hyden clarified that her business was not related to rescue dogs.

Rocky Burson at 3308 N. Montana indicated that he had no objection to the special use permit
application.

Rhonda Johnson spoke in favor of the application.
Melissa Burson at 3308 N. Montana Ave. spoke in favor of the application.

Mr. and Mrs. Ruffin at 1407 W, Berrendo Rd., indicated that their concern was the proximity of the
operation to their property. Mr. Ruffin stated that ten (10) dogs were too much. Commissioner Kirk
commented that the applicant could have no more than ten (10) dogs at one time, and that there could be
less than that on any given day.

Commissioner Doerhoefer asked Mr. Ruffin if he would feel better if the applicant does not board dogs
but only has a training facility. Mr. Ruffin indicated that it would be better and that he is concerned
about the noise since his front door is only about 30 feet away.



Commissioner Ree doesn’t like the idea of removing the kennel part because that is part of Ms. Hyden’s
business plan and indicated that this is a Special Use Permit that can be revoked at any time.

Commissioner Kirk made a motion to approve Case ETZ 2020-7 including the Conditions of Approval
with the addition of #8: That no more than ten (10) dogs be allowed in the kennels at any one time and
that the Special Use Permit be reviewed at a minimum every three (3) years as well as the Findings of
Fact. Commissioner Lackey seconded the motion. Motion carried by a 4-2 vote, with Commissioner
Doerhoefer and Commissioner Connolly voting against.

Mr. Jaramillo stated that the decision by the ETZ Commission could be appealed within 30 days.

STAFF'S REPORT
CASE # ETZ 2019-15

This application was originally presented on September 17t", 2019 as a zone change from
Rural Suburban District to Commercial District for the development of a Recreational
Vehicle Park. At that time, the ETZ Commission postponed all zone changes dealing with
future RV Parks and Workforce Camps until a new regulation was completed by Staff and
approved by the ETZ Authority. In March 2020, the ETZ Authority approved the new
regulations but soon afterward the COVID-19 pandemic hit New Mexico. All public
hearings were postponed and much of the economy began to dry up and investments
became very limited. The applicant has withdrawn the RV Park development and wishes
to simply rezone the south 106 ft. of Lot 6 to Commercial for future commercial
development.

The applicant is requesting a zone change from R-S Rural Suburban District to
Commercial District. Subject propenty is currently vacant and is approximately 31,874
sq.ft in size. The applicant is requesting a rezone, to use in combination with 5000 S.
Main Street (also owned by applicant and zoned Commercial. The two properties
combined would be approximately 2.32 acres (+/-) in size.

The surrounding properties to the north and west are zoned R-S Rural Suburban, lots to
the south are zoned Commercial and to the east are zoned a mix of Industrial and
Commercial. The proposed area is accessible from South Main Street, a major arterial
street, as determined by the latest Roswell Comprehensive Master Plan.

The latest Chaves County Comprehensive Plan encourages commercial development
along major arterial roads, such as US 285, US 70, US 380 and State Rd. 2, with
certain design standards that would protect the residential neighborhood. Staff is in
support of the zone change.

Findings of Fact:

1. The proposed area is located within the Commercial/industrial corridor
proposed by the Chaves County Comprehensive Master Plan.

2. The proposed area is located within the Commercial/Industrial corridor
proposed by the City of Roswell Comprehensive Master Plan.

3. Applicant has stated she plans to combine subject property with 5000 S. Main
St. for an R.V. Park.

4. City and County Planning Staff are in support of the zone change.
5. Owner’s within 100 feet of the proposed Special Use Permit have been

notified by certified mail, per ETZ Ordinance Section 2.5. No protest has been
received at the time of this report.
